Day, Presidents” Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of
July, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving
Day, Friday after Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve
or Christmas Day.

FARES

35 cents per trip!

10 cents for seniors 60 years of age
or over and persons with disabilities.
Written proof required.

Also, passengers traveling from the

Marketplace to northwest Whittier may obtain
a free transfer to the northwest route from

the driver. Up to two children four years or
younger may ride FREE with each paying adult.
Only stowable strollers are allowed on Whittier
Transit.

Note: EZ Pass and ASI fare are accepted

Passenger Conduct

No eating, drinking or smoking.

No profanity, loud or boisterous conduct.
Don't litter!

Be courteous to other riders.

Remain seated at all times.

Keep all of your body inside the bus at
all times.

Radios or players must have headphones
so no one else can hear.

No animals (except seeing eye and other

service animals).
No unnecessary conversation with Driver.

SERVICE AREA

Whittier Transit travels only within the
City limits. For information on connecting
routes to other areas, please see the section
“WE'VE GOT SOME CLOSE CONNECTIONS".

ROUTE 1 travels the northwest section
of Whittier and southeast to the Whittwood
Town Center. The bus travels to the shopping
areas of Uptown, the Quad, Whittwood Town
Center and Marketplace; the Civic Center,
Whittier Transportation Center, Senior Citizens
Center, Main Library, Municipal Court, YMCA,
Presbyterian Intercommunity Hospital, L.A.
County Health Department, Sierra Education
Center/Adult School and Whittier College.

ROUTE 2 travels the northwest section
of Whittier and east along Whittier Boulevard,
past Whittwood Town Center and south to First
Avenue, Leffingwell Road and Scott Avenue.
The bus travels to the shopping areas of
Uptown, the Quad, Whittwood Town Center,
and Marketplace; the Whittier Transportation
Center, Senior Citizens Center, Main and
Whittwood Libraries, YMCA, and within one
block of Whittier Hospital Medical Center.

In addition, Routes 1 and 2 serve many
Whittier parks and schools, and provide
easy access to various points of interest as
indicated on the map.

WE'VE GOT SOME CLOSE
CONNECTIONS

Transfers to and from local Metro lines,
Foothill Transit, Montebello Bus Lines and
Norwalk Transit are available for use on the
day of purchase at a cost of 25 cents, and for
La Mirada Transit for 10 cents, in addition to
the regular Whittier Transit fare of 35 cents.

You can transfer to the Metro and
Montebello Bus lines at various locations
within the City; Foothill Transit at the
northeast corner of Beverly and Norwalk, in
front of the Hoover Fountain; and to Norwalk
Transit at various stops along Norwalk
Boulevard. To transfer to La Mirada Transit,
take Route 2 to the Leffingwell Road/Santa
Gertrudes Avenue stop—but remember you
will need to make advance arrangements with
La Mirada for La Mirada Transit to pick you
up at that stop, since there are no scheduled
stops for the La Mirada service.
